John Breen is best known as the writer and director of Alone It Stands which tells the story of Munster’s Historic victory over the All Blacks in 1978. Alone it Stands has been seen all over Ireland, the UK, Australia, France, Malaysia, New Zealand and in Tasmania. It is estimated that two hundred and sixtythousand people worldwide have seen the play. John was artistic Director of Yew Tree Theatre from 1999-2009 and became Artistic director of TEAM Educational Theatre Company in March 2009.

Alan Haslett has been involved in theatre (musicals, opera, operetta and plays) for more than forty years. As an actor/singer he has played more than sixty leading roles and directed more than thirty productions. He has been artistic director for ‘Two Bridges Theatre Group’ since 1997. In 2005, after thirty years, he took early retirement from his work with the Western Education & Library Board in N. Ireland (advisory teacher in Music& Drama). He now continues as a freelance drama consultant and director.

Aodh McCay has been a teacher and senior examiner of drama, and involved in amateur and professional theatre for over thirty years.  He directed his first production in 1976 (missing his first opening night as his wife gave birth to his daughter) and has gone on to direct a wide variety of productions from dramas, comedies and farces to musicals, pantomimes and opera – some fifty in total.
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
